Immer geht es um den
Korper in einem speziellen Umfeld, in einer speziellen
Atmosphare und um ein komplexes Zusammenspiel von
Bewegung, Sound und Licht. Fiir die Zuschauer entsteht ein
interaktiver, haufig begehbarer Raum, der durch die Prasenz
und Intensitat der Tanzer physisch zu erfahren ist, der aber
letztlich ein Kdrperzustand und damit Innenraum ist.

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Micha Purucker has been working as an independent choreo-
grapher, movement coach and lecturer since 1985. The
catalogue of his work includes 28 full-length pieces as well as
numerous solo, duo, trio and group pieces as well as perfor-
mance and non-performance installations. His body-related
research also covers non-stage media: photography, painting,
drawing, soundscapes, sculpture and internet projects
complement his work on the respective subjects. Purucker
studied architecture, art history, ethnology, and theatre
studies. His work has been awarded numerous prizes. He has
repeatedly been invited to teach at the Korean National
University of Arts and is currently professor at the Chung Ang
University in Seoul and director of the Department for
Contemporary Dance there.

The basic themes in my work are the body, perception,
non-verbal communication as well as pre-verbal and extra-
linguistic fields. The body in certain surroundings, in a certain
atmosphere, and the complex interaction between movement,
sound and light are always central.

An interactive, often walk-in space is created for the audience
which can be physically experienced through the presence
and intensity of the dancers, while ultimately remaining a
physical condition and thus an inner space.
